RE

PSHE

Maths
The units we will cover in maths this term are:
· Addition and subtraction of 2 and 3 digit numbers

· Multiplication of 2 digit x 1 digit numbers

· Addition and subtraction in relation to money

· Recognise and use units of measure

· Recognise right angles as a property of a shape
English
Our class text this term is ‘The Boy Who Grew Dragons’. To begin with, we will write a poem about dragons using powerful language to create imagery for the reader. We will then move on to write our own narrative based on our class text.
History
Our unit this half term looks at how Britain changed from the Stone Age to the Iron Age. We will learn about the impact of bronze to iron tools and how Britain became a wealthy country.
Science
In science we will learn about plants. We will look at the function of different parts of the plant. As part of this we will carry out an investigation to learn about how water is absorbed from the roots and up through the stem.
Art
Our art will be based on the work of Van Gogh. We will be learning about the artist himself and looking at the techniques that he used in his artwork before creating our own piece of work based on his style.
DT
In this unit pupils will learn about products with lever and linkage mechanisms. They will explore a range of books and other products with these mechanisms and will learn how the mechanisms work. We will link this to our geography unit and make a moving model.
Music

Rhythm and layers will be the focus of our music lessons this term where we will compose our own piece of music using layers of rhythm to add texture.

Computing
In computing we will be focusing on ESafety, looking at how to keep ourselves safe when using the internet. We will also be using Word to practise our keyboard skills and create a best copy of our writing.
