PHSE
How can we help in an emergency? Pupils will explore Basic first aid, accidents and dealing with emergencies How can friends communicate safely? This unit explores the different types of relationships people have in their lives. Children will think about how to communicate safely with friends and family including using social media and the internet. 
RE Why do some people believe God exists? Pupils raise questions about the nature and existence of God focussing on Christian ideas about God. Pupils will consider why people do or don’t believe in God and the impact that might have on the way they live their everyday life. If God is everywhere, why go to a place of worship? Pupils learn about the various purposes of a place of worship as well as how believers see these places. Pupils think about the idea of God’s presence on earth and in believers’ lives. 







Year 5
Curriculum
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Science Forces Pupils will be building upon previous force knowledge and looking particularly at levers, gears and pulleys. 
Lifecycle of a plant Pupils will review what they know about plants, their structures and how they reproduce.  Pupils will differentiate between pollination and seed dispersal.

In the fourth lesson, we will look at how plants can reproduce asexually to form clones, and the students should have an opportunity to clone some plants.  This will obviously lead on to a comparison of asexual reproduction with sexual reproduction, which then usually leads to lots of questions about sex and sexual reproduction.  Teachers should be aware of this from a PSHE perspective.

History The Victorians
Through studying the Victorians and the effects of the Industrial Revolution on Britain, pupils will consider the extent to which Britain changed during this period by drawing comparisons with Tudor Britain and assessing how big a change Britain went through. Children will use a range of evidence including written sources and pictorial sources to develop an understanding of the past. 
Maths
This term pupils will be doing further work on decimals and percentages. They will be studying area and perimeter of rectilinear shapes and converting between metric units (kg g ml L mm cm m) then imperial to metric units.


English
This term, our writing and grammar is based around the novel Skellig by David Almond. Pupils will be writing a balanced argument, a narrative and a recount. Pupils will be completing National Curriculum spellings on a weekly basis.

DT Mechanical systems
In this unit pupils will learn about products that incorporate gear or pulley systems. Children will explore making gear and pulley systems using construction kits and learn how to control the system manually and with and electrical circuit. Pupils will design a moving product for an intended user and purpose. They will apply their learning from the unit to make their product and will evaluate their completed products.
Computing
Search technologies 
Pupils will recognise the need for accuracy when searching for and selecting information. 
They will use different sources to double check information found.

Geography
What makes a fair trade? Pupils will explore global trade connections at an international scale and local supply chains. They explore the inherent inequalities in trade relationships and link this to resource availability, manufacturing capability and development. They will then explore ways in which we can improve the equity of trade, and ways in which exploitation may always be a part of commodities.

Art
Pupils will study the artist Henri Rousseau and create pastel artwork around the theme of lifecycles
