PHSE
This Unit explores health and wellbeing, and how children can keep themselves safe. We will look at how children can keep themselves safe from harm and injury, how to keep their bodies protected and safe, how to respond to pressure and how to react and respnnd tp accidents. 
RE
This unit focuses on how bible stories are used to teach us about Christianity. 





Year 3
curriculum
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Computing
We will be working on using search engines to navigate online information. As part of this unit, children will learn that not everything on the internet is true or safe and they will begin to develop skills to validate information that they find.
Art
This term, our work is based on the artist Paul Klee. This links to our History topic, as children will be sketching an animal from the Stone Age and using chalk pastels to fill in abstract shapes within their animals.
Science This term, our Science Unit is called Rocks and Forces. Students will look at rocks, investigating their properties We will look how rocks and fossils are formed, with a consideration of the time involved, then move on to look at force. We will focus on forces as a push and a pull, and the things we can do to make pushing and pulling easier.

Geography
Our unit this year is called “What is beneath our feet?” This unit introduces the idea that the ground beneath our feet is constantly changing. Through a famous landmark it introduces the concept of mountains and their environment and human geography. We will identify different areas of land on maps before diving into the internal structure of the earth, volcano formation and why people live near volcanos. We will then study earthquakes and look at how they are formed.

English
This term, our writing and grammar is based around the book Fantastic Mr Fox. Pupils will be writing a diary entry and instructions based on the adventures of Mr Fox. Pupils will also be taking part in a whole school poetry project on Remembrance. Pupils will be completing National Curriculum spellings on a weekly basis.

History
Our autumn unit will be ‘Changes in Britain during the Stone Age.’ Children will be introduced to the idea that people have been living in Britain for a very long time. They will learn about changes which occurred from the middle Stone Age to the late Stone Age – a period of over 7,500 years! These will include geographical as well social/economic: the change from hunter-gatherers to farmers. 
Maths
The units we will cover in maths this term are:
· Formal methods of addition and subtraction (column method)
· Addition and subtraction of money using £ and p.
· Two digit by 1 digit multiplication (formal method)
· Recognition of 2D shapes including right angles and vertical/ horizontal lines.
· Recognition of 3D shapes
· Interpreting and presenting data using bar charts.
DT
In this unit pupils will learn about products with lever and linkage mechanisms. They will explore a range of books and other products with these mechanisms and will learn how the mechanisms work. We will link this to our geography unit and make a moving model.

Home Learning 
Please ensure your child is reading at home at least 4 times a week and this is signed in planners.
The children will bring home a weekly homework book which is to be handed in each Friday. This will alternate between Maths and English, helping them to consolidate learning within the classroom. 
They will also receive weekly spellings, which they can practise on Ed Shed. 
Times Table Rockstars (TTRS) can be used to support learning of times tables.
